Financial Motion re: Lansdowne 2.0 appeal to OLT
 
Whereas the GCA has previously approved payment of $5k from GCA reserve funds to establish a financial retainer with legal Counsel, Sylvain Rouleau of Weirfoulds LLP to support the Ontario Land Tribunal appeal re: Lansdowne 2.0;
