Transportation – report and motion
City Council approved the Bank Street Active Transportation and Transit Priority Feasibility Study. Starting in 2027, the pilot project will see a number of changes on Bank Street including some 24-hour bus lane segments, bus-only outer lanes during peak hours and some pedestrian and cycling improvements. The GCA presented its position on the study to the City’s Public Works and Infrastructure Committee and Council has directed that the GCA be involved in the assessment of the pilot. 

The GCA has requested a meeting with the NCC to understand plans for Queen Elizabeth Driveway this summer. With the planned new northbound bicycle lane on QED, and construction  scheduled for  Pretoria (Bank to Metcalfe), we are seeking information on plans for closing the Driveway to cars this summer, detour routes and how to minimize negative traffic impacts on nearby residential streets. The meeting has not been scheduled yet. 

The Committee also discussed the request from Abbotsford’s Senior Centre for the GCA to support its request for additional parking and drop-off zones on Monk street. Given new cycling lanes planned for  both sides of Monk between Wilton Crescent and Fifth Avenue, and the need for more north-south cycling routes following from  the Bank Street study, the Committee recommends that the GCA support additional short-term (20 minute) parking/drop off zones only.

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ANNEX B - MOTIONS

1. Transportation

Whereas the block of Monk Street between Wilton Crescent and Holmwood Avenue hosts a disproportionately high population of older adults due to the presence of three senior-oriented facilities: The Glebe Centre, Abbotsford House and the Lord Lansdowne;

Whereas some older adults have mobility limitations or require assistance to enter and leave the seniors facilities on Monk Street;

Whereas the Abbotsford Members Council at Abbotsford Seniors Centre has asked the GCA to support their efforts to obtain parking and drop-off zones on the east side of Monk Street to assist their members and clients;

Whereas Monk Street is part of the City of Ottawa’s designated cycling routes with bicycle lanes planned on both sides of the street between Wilton Crescent and Fifth Avenues; 

Whereas the Glebe Community Association has long supported improved active transportation infrastructure in the Glebe as outlined in the GCA’s Active Transportation Study;

Whereas the City of Ottawa is poised to undertake a new study of north-south cycling routes in the Glebe as a recommendation flowing from the Bank Street Active Transportation and Transit Priority Feasibility Study and the need for this study was endorsed by the GCA;

Whereas longer-term parking on Monk Street would have negative impacts on planned improvements to cycling infrastructure on Monk Street;

Whereas it is the view of the GCA’s Transportation Committee that longer-term parking on Monk Street would not necessarily improve older adult access to seniors facilities as it would be used by a wide range of users including visitors to Lansdowne Park, staff at neighbouring facilities, residents and shoppers;

Whereas the Committee believes that short-term (up-to-20 minute) drop-off/loading zones could meet the specific needs of the older adult population since some members and clients at Abbotsford Seniors Centre and the Glebe Centre need to be driven and accompanied inside;

Whereas even though no-stopping zones permit cars with accessible parking permits to stop and park in no-stopping zones, many drivers supporting older adults do not have such permits;

Be it resolved:

*That the GCA ask the City of Ottawa to investigate whether any short-term drop-off/loading zones could be created in the vicinity of Abbotsford House while maintaining effective cycling infrastructure.
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
